INTRODUCTION 

This manual will be used by the Behavioral Specialists to become familiar with the Adult Autism Waiver program and how Behavioral Specialist Services (BSS) provided under this program by The Bureau of Autism Services were designed to be implemented.  Inside, the Behavioral Specialist will find vital information that describes the various supports, roles and responsibilities of the Behavioral Specialist within the Behavioral Specialist Service.  The information is meant to be used as a guide for Behavioral Specialist to help them to deliver quality services to the individual enrolled in the Adult Autism Waiver program who has selected Behavioral Specialist Services. 

Throughout the manual there are multiple references to the Home and Community Services Information System (HCSIS) which is an internet based application used to manage information related to individuals served in Medicaid Waivers.  Behavioral Specialists will have access to HCSIS and will use this system as part of their job responsibilities.  When applicable, individual chapters will provide detailed information on how the Behavioral Specialist will use and enter information in HCSIS based on the specific job responsibility. For further training on using HCSIS, the Behavioral Specialist may utilize the Learning Management System (LMS).  The link to the LMS is found on the main HCSIS webpage.


All Behavioral Specialists are encouraged to thoroughly read and review the information contained herein and to read the Adult Autism Waiver Provider Manual.
